Wine description
Founded in Ay in 1584 Champagne Gosset is the oldest wine house in
Champagne and has been owned by the Renaud Cointreau family since
1993. Continued excellence is ensured by Odilon de Varine, Gosset
Cellar master. This Cuvée offers both the finesse of the Côte des Blancs
and the structure of the Montagne de Reims.

Tasting note
This cuvée is a pale golden colour. The nose reveals aromas of flowers,
white fruits, apricots, Mirabelle plum and very light notes of lemon, citrus
fruits, quince jelly and honey. On the palate, white flowers mingle with a
hint of toastiness.
