Exclusively produced by Maison Louis Latour, the Premier Cru of
Château de Blagny is located high on the hillside overlooking the villages
of Meursault and Puligny-Montrachet. Traditionally vinified and matured in
small oak barrels, it displays all the attributes of a classic white Burgundy
showing opulence and a mineral freshness coupled with rich, fat flavours
that develop overtime.

From the heights of Meursault, the Meursault Château de Blagny is a
wine of true pedigree combining both power and finesse. On the palate
there is explosion of aromas, anise, apple and buttery pear. Good
potential for ageing.
