Wine description
Pouilly-Fuissé is the name of a village in the Mâconnais producing highly
distinctive Chardonnay wine. The vineyards producing this wine are part
of a breath-taking landscape where the limestone and heavy clay soils
combine to create a unique ‘terroir'. Pouilly-Fuissé is one of the most
popular as well as most prestigious wines from southern Burgundy.

Tasting note
This wine has a pale gold colour. The nose, intense and floral, reveals
notes of honey and acacia. The mouth is ample with freshness and white
flower aromas. It has a good minerality on the finish.
