This Malbec is from Viu Manent's El Olivar vineyard, located near the
town of Peralillo.

Tasting note

Intense violet color. The nose is very expressive, complex, fresh and very
fruity with aromas that recall cherries, blackcurrant and wild blackberries.

The palate presents soft and silky tannins. The finish is long and

persistent.
